Another Day

I must say, as an historian, I find
Canada Day to be a time to feel very
closely linked to the past. I spend
much of my time there, you see, in
the past. I read newspapers from
the 1860°s. T research events and
people from the decades long gone.
The strange thing is that I sometimes
et to feel like I know some of these
people as well as Tknow people living
today. Sometimes, I know them better.
I have read their personal letters to
family and friends. Thave visited their
birthplaces, the places they lived and
worked, and their graves too. Talk-
ing with other historians, or with
people researching their own fam-
ily histories, I find the same thing
comes up: the people from the past
become real, more than just names
or photographs.

Even so, there are so many people
who have lived in North Grenville
over the years and decades since 1791
who are not remembered by anyone.

They lived and loved and were part
of this community all their lives, or
perhaps a substantial part of their
lives, but no-one remembers them
now. I visit cemeteries (what can I
say, I'm an historian), look at fam-
ily photograph albums, or read the
inscriptions in old family Bibles, and
I can’t put names to faces, can’t tell
who these people were, what they
did, or who they loved. It is a sad
feeling, but also a sobering one. Ttis
important to remember this history,
to realize that what we do for our
community is of value, lasting value,
in creating a place we want to live
and have our children grow up in.
It didn’t happen without individuals
joining together, often when it was
inconvenient, to make things happen.
Today, it is easy to stay at home and
leave things to others. That is why
$0 many assets to our community,
the service clubs, scouts and girl
cuides, W.L, and others, find it hard
to recruit new members. But we
have to keep things in perspective:
one day, we will be gone too, and

what we have done may remain, but
we may not be remembered. We do
these things because they should be
done, must be done. We are adding
our voice and our actions to those of
other generations before and after us,
and that is worth doing.

But on Canada Day, as I say,
something different enters the pic-
ture. On that day, we focus on our
identity as Canadians, part of a na-
tion that has a history and an identity.
I will be at Oxford Mills, wandering
around Maplewood Park and looking
at the old Town Hall and School that
are now the Library and Community
Hall. T will be thinking of all those
others who walked there over the past
142 years, celebrating Dominion Day
and Canada Day as we are. I will think

about the men and women who were
part of this community, who ran the
Women’s Institute, who attended
the various churches, who served
as Reeve and on Council, who took
part in dances, bands, fundraisers. I
will think ofthe people who worked
the farms, in the mills and cheese
factories, and the stores of what is
now North Grenville. In particu-
lar, T will be thinking about those
family names that have eraced the
community almost from its begin-
nings, who have served the people
in many ways over many years:
the Whaleys, Tompkins, Newans,
Olmsteads, Dools, Andersons, and
so many others. We have living links
with our past. I was reading just this
week about Reeve W. H. Finnerty. In

1948, the Reeve broke his leg in two
places as he was helping to dismantle
alarge building that was being moved
to Kemptville. There were complica-
tions, and his leg had to be rebroken
andreset a few weeks later. Butinless
than a year, there was Mr. Finnerty
presiding over the grand opening of
the new water and sewage plant in
Kemptville, bringing safe drinking
water to the town for the first time.
Reeve Finnerty also presided over the
erowth and naming of the Ferzuson
Forest Centre, another great addition
to this community. His son, Ken, has
served this community with equal
dedication and success over many
years, and is a link on Council to our
past. A family legacy over more than
sixty years: this is the kind of thing

that Canada Day can bring to mind
for all ofus. We needleaders like this
to remind us, and to tell the wotld,
that this is a great place to live and
work. That North Grenville has
something more to offer than chip
wagons. No matter how recent
your arrival in North Grenville, on
Canada’s birthday you can remind
yours elf that you are part of a com-
munity with deep roots, a history of
service to one another, of traditions
and stories that go back more than
two hundred years. On Canada Day,
as you walk around and enjoy the
celebrations, think for a moment
and remember that you are part of a
living tradition, a link between the
past and the future. Make it a strong
link.
